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Although we only require students to have a backpack or trapper, the research is clear — one of the most
important things you can do as a parent to insure the academic success of your child is to make him or
her “feel” like a student. You can do this by insuring that he or she has all of the required supplies listed
below on the first day of school, maintains an adequate inventory throughout the year, and has a
designated, quiet “study space” at home with no TV’s or radios nearby.
